Three post offices operated temporarily on the Exhibition site for the use of organisers, exhibitors and visitors. Mail posted at these
offices received one of three special datestamps: ‘Budapest Kiallirdas 1 SZ.” (Exhibition no.1) and ‘Budapest Kiallitas 2 SZ.'
(Exhibition no.2) or ‘Budapest Kiallitas 3 SZ.” (Exhibition no. 3), each with various control letters. According to A Magyar Alkalmi
Bélyegzések Katalogusa by Mihalyfi Emd, Mabéosz, Budapest 1988, pages 27 and 28, 2 SZ. and 3 SZ. were in use until 31 January
1897.
